Road Safety Council of Northern Ireland seeks to re-convene Lisburn Road Safety Committee.





“The community must get involved to help reduce the carnage on our roads”, said Barry Griffin, Executive Officer for the Road Safety Council of Northern Ireland.


The Road Safety Council is holding a public meeting in the Civic Centre, Lisburn at 8.00pm on Thursday 20 September to revive interest in the Lisburn Road Safety Committee.


The meeting will be opened by Mr Jeffrey Donaldson, MP MLA, Chairman of The All Party Group on Road Safety and presentations will be made by the Council, PSNI, Fire & Rescue NI and the Ambulance Service. The object of this public meeting is to establish a new committee, through the election of Officers and identify key local volunteers to get more people involved to promote informed road safety input and awareness within their community.


The primary objectives of the Road Safety Council are to educate the public and promote initiatives in Road Safety. 


As a voluntary organisation, (the only such organisation in the British Isles and Europe), predominantly funded by the Department of the Environment, we are able to reach local communities through our network of Road Safety Committees.


We are able to lobby other organisations such as the Department of Regional Development Roads Service and the Police Service of Northern Ireland with regard to road safety engineering and enforcement issues, as well as encouraging our local MLA’s to champion our cause.


The key factor is that our local committees can address “local” issues, unique to each area.


“The recent spate of fatalities on our roads only highlights the sad fact that we have the highest casualty rate of any part of the UK and local community involvement is essential to help reduce this horrific toll,” said Barry Griffin.
